Course Description Outline(Course Objectives)
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1. Outline and aim of the class
O Deepen the understanding of diagnostic pathology through practical training.
O Explain related professionalism, medical ethics, medical safety, evidence-based medicine (EBM), medical law (medical system),

and the handling of specimens related to genomic medicine.

2. Contents of the lecture/specific goals/learning goals

Acquire the minimum pathological histology knowledge that should be acquired as a doctor.

In the pathology presentation, formerly the first department of pathology and formerly the second department of pathology are in
charge alternately, and the autopsy, surgery and biopsy specimens are examined for each group.

In autopsy cases, clinical information (main complaint, clinical signs and symptoms, results of clinical tests, clinical course, clinical
diagnosis, treatment, etc.) and pathological examinations (macroscopic findings of autopsy, histopathological findings, special
staining and immunostaining) will be conducted. In the biopsy specimens, in addition to the qualified pathological diagnosis, the
relationship with the surgical indication and prognosis will be examined.

In the division of clinical pathology in the university hospital, you will also learn how to cut up surgical specimens, and the actual
practice of rapid intraoperative diagnosis.

Understand molecular diagnostics and molecular targeted therapy (from the standpoint of clinical oncology).

Based on the knowledge gained from life science lectures and practical training, it is possible to analyze the pathophysiology
experienced in clinical practice.

Based on the analysis of patients and diseases, the latest information can be searched, organized and integrated from textbooks,
articles, etc., which can lead to a deepening of understanding on the diagnosis and treatment of diseases.

Explain pathological autopsy and forensic autopsy (judicial autopsy, administrative autopsy, consented autopsy).

Explain the medical position in pathological autopsy. Also, explain legal matters and procedures in relation to pathological
anatomy.

Understand the academic importance of pathological anatomy in medicine.

Explain the significance of histopathological examination, cytological examination, and flow cytometry.

Explain the process of a pathological diagnosis, the proper handling of cytology specimens, specimen preparation, and the diag-
nosis.

Explain appropriate methods for providing the clinical information necessary to make a diagnosis.

Understand the pathophysiology and epidemiology of the disease.

Enumerate the clinical problems of inpatients from medical records.

Grasp the pathophysiology of the patient, and diagnose the disease from the specimen in pathological autopsy cases.

Guess the final cause of death by combining the clinical course and pathological findings.

Explain that research should be conducted with the aim of developing medicine and medical care, and increasing the interests of
patients.

Learn how to gather the information you need for lifelong continuous learning.

This lesson subject is taught by a teacher with practical experience.
