and the handling of specimens related to genomic medicine.

Acquire the minimum pathological histology knowledge that should be acquired as a doctor.

In the pathology presentation, formerly the first department of pathology and formerly the second department of pathology are in

In autopsy cases, clinical information (main complaint, clinical signs and symptoms, results of clinical tests, clinical course,
clinical diagnosis, treatment, etc.) and pathological examinations (macroscopic findings of autopsy, histopathological findings,

In the biopsy specimens, in addition to the qualified pathological diagnosis, the relationship with the surgical indication and
