3. Course Description Outline(Course Objectives)
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1. Outline and Aim of Clinical Clerkship CC2

O In CC2, which consists of 4 to 5 weeks of practical training in each department, students will have a more full-fledged partici-

patory clinical training in cardiovascular medicine based on their experience in CC1 during the year.

Students will be assigned to a medical team consisting of three to four faculty members, medical staff, and residents, and will take

care of all patients in that team and participate in all examinations and treatments.

Under the supervision of their attending physicians, the residents learn basic medical skills in the field of cardiovascular medicine

by practically learning the process of clinical reasoning and treatment of patients in their charge through daily rounds, medical

record entries, presentations, various examinations, and participation in various conferences.
