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1. Aim of the course

Through the treatment of in-patients as a member of a team, to acquire practical skills including clinical reasoning of symptoms
and pathophysiology, differential diagnosis, planning of examinations, and decision of treatment strategy in surgical treatments.
Grasp the image/impression of a surgeon as a professional worker. Learn practical knowledge about medical ethics, medical safety

and evidence-based medicine.

2. Outline of the course

OThrough the treatment of in-patients as a member of a team, students participate in ward and postoperative round, and presentation
at preoperative conference.

1) Practices in a ward
Each student will be assigned to a team for two weeks and will be in charge of several in-patients under the supervision of an
instructor. The patient in charge is visited daily, and students learn the medical interview, physical examination, proposal of

examination, treatment strategy, writing medical records, presentations at conference.

2) Practices of examination and surgical treatment

Students participate in examinations and surgery of the patient in charge to learn how the surgical treatment is actually performed.



3. Learning goals

(1) jaundice, (2) abdominal pain, (3) nausea / vomiting, (4) loss of appetite, (5) constipation / diarrhea, (6) abdominal swelling /

distension / tumor
